5. Copy of foreign passport page(-s)  showing personal data and photo;
6. Two Letters of recommendation.  The letter should include full contact information of your referees. 
7.  4 photos of the applicant: 1 - passport-sized, other three must represent you at the process of your ordinary activity (in your city, university, family etc.). They can show us your creativity and are free of your choice.

Terms of Participation
Scholarships are available only for participants from the Republics of Belarus, Georgia, Latvia, Lithuania, Moldova, Mongolia, the Russian Federation and Ukraine. The scholarship covers tuition fee and accomodation expenses. The scholarship doesn’t cover medical insurance and visa costs. Travel costs could be covered by scholarship partly in exceptional cases. 

Fees and costs: 
For participants not originating from one of the above-mentioned countries or not granted a scholarship: 

- tuition fee is EUR 500 for the full course which is refundable in the case of cancellation, 

- accommodation cost is  EUR 35 per day, 

- meals  are approximately EUR 7 per day.

For all the participants (not covered by scholarship):
-  medical insurance (compulsory for all selected non-Ukrainian participants before the start of school with an insurance limit of no less than  EUR 20 000. Insurance should be purchased at the country of origin and cover the entire duration school program..  

-  visa costs, however we expect that the most of participants will be the citizens of non-visa regime countries,  

-  guarantee  deposit. Should you be admitted to the programme and agrees to particpate, we will ask for a guarantee deposit of EUR 100 (for Ukrainian participants – EUR 50 in Ukrainian currency according to the rate of the National bank of Ukraine at the day of payment) in order to confirm your participation. This deposit is not refundable in case of cancellation. Otherwise it will be refunded on the last day of school, except the case of participant’s serious break of school disciplinary rules.  Self-paying students have to pay the guarantee deposit on the same basis separately from the tuition fee. It’ll be refunded to them on the same basis.
